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Rent-to-Own stores are popular and they offer:
• no credit check
• no money down
• free repairs during payment period

However, rent-to-own agreements can cost much more.

Rent-to-Own
You pay $59 a month for 18 months.
The TV costs $1,062.

Buy Cash
The TV costs about $380.
If you save $64 a month for 6 months
you can buy the TV for cash. You can
own it a year sooner than you can with
rent-to-own. Repairs may be covered
by the warranty when you pay cash or
use credit

Buy on Credit
(at 19.8 percent)
You pay $25 a month for 18 months.
The TV costs $450.

Renting Costs More!
It will cost you a lot more money to rent-to-own than to buy on credit
or pay cash. Here is an example of what a 25-inch color TV would cost:
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
